Errata

P. 46, line 8, “Nothing [in Chapter 9] is borrowed from Fibonacci”. Wrong, 9 out of 10 problems are borrowed (pp. 127–131 in the Boncompagni edition; at times borrowed with errors); only the last problem is independent.

P. 48, lines 2–3, “then finally one that is not borrowed from that work” [i.e., from the Liber abaci]: Wrong, the problem is found on pp. 287f in the Boncompagni edition. Note 38 (speculating which other works by Leonardo could be the source, since the style is clearly that of the borrowings) is thus to be removed.
